8. The weight of a tin of powdered milk is 0.650 kg. If a carton contains 12 

such tins, find the total weight of powdered milk in the carton. 

9. Phil's car gets 26.9 miles per gallon on the highway. If he used 13 gallons 
of fuel, how far did he travel?     

10. The watermelon bought by John is 3 times as heavy as the papaya 

bought by Jack. If the papaya bought by Jack has a weight of 1.65 kg, 
what is the weight of the watermelon?
